EUCHARISTIC MIRACLES | MILAGROS EUCARISTICOS

/) / ETEN, PERU

“The Eucharistic Miracle of Eten happened about 365 years ago, in the Peruvian town of Port Eten.
In a Host exposed for public adoration, there appeared the Child Jesus and three interconnected
hearts of a brilliant white color. Every year, the feast in honor of this event begins on July 12, with
the transfer of the Host of the Miracle from its Sanctuary to the Church in the City of Eten and in
ends on July 24.

The First apparition of the Divine Child in the Most Holy Sacrament took place on the night of June
2, 1649, during the Vespers and the solemn exposition in honor of the feast of Corpus Christi. At
the end of the service, the Franciscan monk Jerome de Silva Manrique, was about to return the
monstrance to the tabernacle, bur he suddenly stopped. In the Host, there appeared the brilliant
face of a Child, framed by thick brown curls. All the faithful present in the Church experienced the
same vision.” (source:

ESP: El Milagro Eucaristico de Eten ocurrié hace unos 365 afos, en el pueblo peruano de Puerto
Eten. En una Hostia expuesta para la adoracion publica, apareci6 el Nifo Jesus y tres corazones
interconectados de un color blanco brillante. Cada ano, la fiesta en honor a este evento comienza
el 12 de julio, con el traslado de la Hostia del Milagro desde su Santuario a la Iglesia en la Ciudad
de Eten y finaliza el 24 de julio. La Primera aparicion del Divino Nifio en el Santisimo Sacramento
tuvo lugar la noche del 2 de junio de 1649, durante las Visperas y la exposicion solemne en hon-
or de la fiesta del Corpus Christi. Al finalizar el servicio, el monje franciscano Jerébnimo de Silva
Manrique, estaba a punto de devolver la custodia al sagrario, pero de repente se detuvo. En la
Hostia aparecio el rostro brillante de un Niflo, enmarcado por espesos rizos castafos. Todos los
fieles presentes en la Iglesia experimentaron la misma vision.
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Dear Our Lady of Grace family,

Now, more than ever, the Church needs faithful families. Fami-
lies that aren't afraid to follow the steps of the Mary, Joseph
and Jesus. Families that are not afraid to bring the Light of the
World to others.

Here are 5 ways in which your family can follow in the steps of
our Mother Mary, St. Joseph and Jesus:

1) We need to learn lessons from the Holy Family: By celebrat-
ing the Sunday following Christmas as the Feast of the Holy
Family, the Church encourages us to look to the Family of Je-
sus, Mary and Joseph for inspiration, example and encourage-
ment. They were a model family in which both parents
worked hard, helped each other, understood and accept-

ed each other, and took good care of their Child so that He
might grow up not only in human knowledge but also as a
Child of God. Jesus brought holiness to the family of Joseph
and Mary as Jesus brings us holiness by embracing us in His
family. The Catechism of the Catholic Church (#2223) gives
the following advice to the parents: “Parents have the first
responsibility for the education of their children. They bear
witness to this responsibility first by creating a home where
tenderness, forgiveness, respect, fidelity, and disinterested
service are the rule. The home is well suited for education in
the virtues. This requires an apprenticeship in self-denial,
sound judgment, and self-mastery — the preconditions of all
true freedom. Parents should teach their children to subordi-
nate the “material and instinctual dimensions to interior and
spiritual ones."” The CCC adds: “Parents have a grave respon-
sibility to give good example to their children.” (CCC #2223).

2) Marriage: a sacrament of holiness. The Feast of the Holy
Family reminds us that, as the basic unit of the universal
Church, each family is called to holiness. In fact, Jesus Christ
has instituted two Sacraments in His Church to make society
holy — the Sacrament of Holy Orders (priesthood), and the Sac-
rament of Matrimony (marriage). Through the sacrament of
Holy Orders, Jesus sanctifies the priest as well as his parish.
Similarly, by the Sacrament of Matrimony, Jesus sanctifies not
only the spouses but also the entire family. The husband and
wife attain holiness when they discharge their duties faithfully,
trusting in God, and drawing on the presence and power of
the Holy Spirit through personal and family prayer, meditative
reading of the Bible, and devout participation in Holy

Mass. Families become holy when Christ Jesus is present in
them. Jesus becomes truly present in the parish church
through the sacrifice of the Holy Mass. Similarly, Jesus be-
comes truly present in a family when all the members live in
the Christian spirit of sacrifice. This happens when there is
mutual understanding, mutual support and mutual re-

spect. There must be proper care and respect given by chil-
dren to their parents and grandparents, even after they have
grown up and left home.

3) Make the family a confessional rather than a courtroom. A
senior Judge of the Supreme Court recently congratulated the
bride and groom in a marriage with a pertinent piece of ad-
vice: “See that you never convert your family into a courtroom;
instead let it be a confessional. If the husband and wife start
arguing like attorneys in an attempt to justify their behavior,
their family becomes a court of law and nobody wins. On the
other hand, if the husband and the wife — as in a confessional
— are ready to admit their faults and try to correct
them, the family becomes a heavenly one.” Thus, we can avoid
the dangers we watch in dysfunctional families as presented in
TV in the shows like Married with Children, The Simpson's,
Everyone Loves Raymond and Malcolm in the Middle.

4) Let us extend the boundaries of our family: The homeless
man or woman today in the streets of big cities, fighting the
cold and the snow, is part of our family. The drug addict in a
den, or living in fear and aloneness this day, is member of our
family. The sick person, dying, alone, dirty and maybe even
obnoxious, is a member of our family. The person sitting in the
prison cell for whatever reason is also a child of God, and as
such, according to St. John, is a member of our family. All

these, as well as the cherished intimate members of our family,
are “family valuables,” and, as such, are worthy of safekeeping
and reverence.

5) Both parents and children need to grant forgiveness and ask
for forgiveness. If you had parents who were abusive, parents
who mistreated you or manipulated you, you probably have a
lot of hurt today when we talk about parents. God knows
about that hurt; God cares about that hurt and God under-
stands why you hurt. As in all relationships, in the parent-child
relationship too there needs to be love, repentance, and for-
giveness on both sides. Both the parent and the child should
be able to say, “l was wrong, | am sorry, please forgive me.”
And, both the parent and the child should be able to say, “You
are forgiven.”

On the Feast of the only perfect Family that ever lived on this
earth, all parents might examine themselves and see how well
they are fulfilling the grave responsibility which God has
placed on them. As they heard during their marriage ceremo-
ny: “Children are a gift from God to you.” Children serve as the
joy of their parents’ young years and the help and comfort of
their old age, but above and beyond that, they are a gift for
which their parents are accountable before God, as they must,
in the end, return these, His children, to Him. Let us pray for
the grace of caring for one another in our own families, for
each member of the parish family, and for all families of the
universal Church. May God bless all your families in the New

In the hearts of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph,
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Querida familia de Nuestra Seiora de la
Gracia,

Ahora, mas que nunca, la Iglesia necesita familias fieles. Famili-
as que no tienen miedo de seguir los pasos de Maria, José y
Jesus. Familias que no tienen miedo de llevar la Luz del Mundo
a los demas. Aqui hay 5 maneras en que su familia puede se-
guir los pasos de la Virgen Maria, San José y Jesus:

1) Necesitamos aprender lecciones de la Sagrada Familia: Al
celebrar el domingo siguiente a Navidad como la Fiesta de la
Sagrada Familia, la Iglesia nos anima a buscar inspiracion,
ejemplo y aliento en la Familia de Jesus, Maria y José. Eran una
familia modelo en la que ambos padres trabajaban duro, se
ayudaban mutuamente, se comprendian y aceptaban y cuida-
ban bien de su Hijo para que creciera no sélo en el conoci-
miento humano sino también como Hijo de Dios. Jesus trajo
santidad a la familia de José y Maria como Jesus nos trae san-
tidad al abrazarnos en Su familia. El Catecismo de la Iglesia
Catodlica (#2223) da el siguiente consejo a los padres: “Los
padres tienen la primera responsabilidad de la educacién de
sus hijos. Dan testimonio de esta responsabilidad, primero,
creando un hogar donde la ternura, el perdén, el respeto, la
fidelidad y el servicio desinteresado sean la regla. El hogar es
muy adecuado para la educacién en las virtudes. Esto requiere
un aprendizaje de abnegacion, buen juicio y dominio de uno
mismo, condiciones previas de toda verdadera libertad. Los
padres deben ensefar a sus hijos a subordinar las
“dimensiones materiales e instintivas a las interiores y espiritu-
ales”. El CCC afiade: “Los padres tienen la grave responsabi-
lidad de dar buen ejemplo a sus hijos”. (CCC #2223).

2) Matrimonio: sacramento de santidad. La Fiesta de la Sagrada
Familia nos recuerda que, como unidad basica de la Iglesia
universal, cada familia esta llamada a la santidad. De hecho,
Jesucristo ha instituido dos Sacramentos en Su Iglesia para
santificar a la sociedad: el Sacramento del Orden Sagrado
(sacerdocio) y el Sacramento del Matrimonio (matrimonio). A
través del sacramento del Orden Sagrado, Jesus santifica al
sacerdote y a su parroquia. De manera similar, por el Sacra-
mento del Matrimonio, Jesus santifica no sélo a los cényuges
sino también a toda la familia. El esposo y la esposa alcanzan
la santidad cuando desempeiian fielmente sus deberes, confi-
ando en Dios y recurriendo a la presencia y el poder del Es-
piritu Santo a través de la oracién personal y familiar, la lectura
meditativa de la Biblia y la participacién devota en la Santa
Misa. Las familias se vuelven santas cuando Cristo Jesus esta
presente en ellos. Jesus se hace verdaderamente presente en
la iglesia parroquial a través del sacrificio de la Santa Misa. De
manera similar, Jesus se hace verdaderamente presente en una
familia cuando todos los miembros viven en el espiritu cris-
tiano de sacrificio. Esto sucede cuando hay comprensién mu-
tua, apoyo mutuo y respeto mutuo. Los nifios deben brindar el
debido cuidado y respeto a sus padres y abuelos, incluso
después de que hayan crecido y se hayan ido de casa.

3) Hacer de la familia un confesionario en lugar de una sala de
audiencias. Un alto juez del Tribunal Supremo felicité reciente-
mente a los novios en matrimonio con un pertinente consejo:
“Procura que nunca conviertas a tu familia en una sala de audi-
encias; en lugar de eso, que sea un confesionario. Si el marido
y la mujer empiezan a discutir como abogados en un intento
de justificar su comportamiento, su familia se convierte en un
tribunal de justicia y nadie gana. Por otro lado, si el marido y
la mujer, como en un confesionario, estan dispuestos a admitir
sus faltas y tratar de corregirlas, la familia se vuelve celestial”.
De este modo, podemos evitar los peligros que vemos en las
familias disfuncionales, tal como se presentan en la televisién
en programas como Casados y con hijos, Los Simpson, Todos
quieren a Raymond y Malcolm el de enmedio.

4) Ampliemos los limites de nuestra familia: El hombre o la mu-
jer sin hogar hoy en las calles de las grandes ciudades, luchan-
do contra el frio y la nieve, es parte de nuestra familia. El drog-
adicto en una guarida, o que hoy vive con miedo y soledad, es
miembro de nuestra familia. El enfermo, moribundo, solo, sucio
y tal vez incluso desagradable, es un miembro de nuestra fa-
milia. La persona que se encuentra en la celda de la prision
por cualquier motivo es también un hijo de Dios y, como tal,
segun San Juan, es un miembro de nuestra familia. Todos es-
tos, asi como los queridos miembros intimos de nuestra famil-
ia, son “objetos de valor familiar” y, como tales, son dignos de
custodia y reverencia.

5) Tanto los padres como los hijos deben dar perdén y pedir
perdén. Si tuviste padres que te abusaron, padres que te mal-
trataron o te manipularon, probablemente hoy te sientas muy
herido cuando hablamos de padres. Dios sabe de ese dolor; A
Dios le importa ese dolor y Dios entiende por qué te duele.
Como en todas las relaciones, también en la relacién entre
padres e hijos es necesario que haya amor, arrepentimiento y
perdon de ambas partes. Tanto el padre como el nifio deberian
poder decir: "Me equivoqué, lo siento, por favor perdoname”. Y
tanto el padre como el nifio deberian poder decir: “Estas per-
donado”.

En la Fiesta de la Unica Familia perfecta que jaméas haya existi-
do vivido en esta tierra, todos los padres podrian examinarse y
ver cuan bien estan cumpliendo la grave responsabilidad que
Dios les ha puesto. Como escucharon durante la ceremonia de
matrimonio: “Los nifios son un regalo de Dios para ustedes”.
Los hijos son la alegria de la juventud de sus padres y la
ayuda y el consuelo de su vejez, pero mas alla de eso, son un
regalo del que sus padres son responsables ante Dios, ya que,
al final, deben devolverlos. , Sus hijos, a El. Oremos por la gra-
cia de cuidarnos unos a otros en nuestras propias familias, por
cada miembro de la familia parroquial y por todas las familias
de la Iglesia universal. Que Dios bendiga a todas sus familias
