Jesus retreated into the wilderness, where He fasted for 40
days and was tempted by the devil ( Matthew 4:1-2, Mark
1:12-13, Luke 4:1-2).

The Hebrew people wandered 40 years in the desert while
traveling to the Promised Land (Numbers 14:33)

Jonah's prophecy of judgment gave 40 days to the ci'ﬁl of
Nineveh in which to repent or be destroyed (Jonah 3:4).

One year the
superior of the monastery had a bright idea to go meatless
three days out of the week. We had plenty of canned tuna
in the pantry. This was when | had to think a little bit hard-
er on how to cook canned tuna. | must say it was a task but
the community learned to eat tuna patties, tuna croquettes,
tuna casserole, and tuna loaf. | would like to share with you
a simple recipe for tuna loaf that the brothers enjoyed.
Continue making memories, sharing faith, and eating as a
family this Lenten season.

TUNA LOAF

2 5-ounce cans tuna |,

5 medium potatoes,

boiled and sliced;

divided

1 1/2 cups baby

peas

1 cup Campbell’s

condensed Cream of

Celery soup

1 tablespoon may-

onnaise

1 small onion, diced =2 =

2 cups shredded cheddar cheese, divided

Paprika, to taste

Heat oven to 425 degrees.

In medium casserole dish, cover bottom with half of the
sliced potatoes. Distribute tuna over potatoes.

In separate bowl, blend condensed soup with mayonnaise.
Spread over tuna.

Continue adding layers to the casserole: peas; diced on-
ions; half the shredded cheese; remaining potatoes; remain-
ing cheese. Top with paprika.

Bake for 30 minutes. Enjoy with a simple arugula or mixed
salad.

“There is no better exemplification in the Scriptures of what /
have been calling the loop of grace. God offers, as a sheer
grace, the gift of being, but if we try to cling to that gift and
mabke it our own, we lose it. The constant comment of the Bible
Is this: what you have received as a gift, give as a gift — and you
will find the original gift multiplied and enhanced.” (pg. 16)

“God's grace, precisely because it is grace, cannot be held on
to; rather, it is, had only in the measure that it remains grace —
that is to say, a gift given away. God's life, in a word, is head
only on the fly. One realizes this truth, when one enters willing-
ly into the loop of grace, giving away that which one is receiv-
