“I was born in Los Angeles in 1992 as the only child in my family. My mother was born in 
Guatemala and my father was born in Mexico. I completed my elementary education at St. 
Ferdinand Catholic school where I began to discern God’s call to the priesthood.  
 
After St. Ferdinand, I attended Bishop Alemany High School  and graduated in 2011. It was 
during my High School years that I deepened my love for God, service to those in need, and 
decide to fully answer the call to priesthood. In 2013 I was accepted by the Archdiocese of 
Los Angeles to be a seminarian enrolled at the Juan Diego House, now known as Queen of 
Angeles Center for Priestly Formation. At the same time,  I graduated from Cal State 
Dominguez Hills, with a Bachelor's in Philosophy and a minor in Business Administration & 
Management.   
 
I completed my formation at St. John’s Seminary from 2016-2021.  After years of prepara-
tion and discernment, I was ordained a Roman Catholic priest, on June 5th, 2021. I was 
then assigned to Santa Clara Catholic Church in Oxnard, in Ventura County, where I served 
as  Associate Pastor.  
 
I look forward to serve you at  Our Lady of Grace! I had the opportunity to attend this beau-
tiful parish before and I felt very welcomed! I look forward to being part of this parish family 
as we continue to deepen our love for Christ and one another.

2011. Fue durante mis años de escuela secundaria que profundicé mi amor por Dios, el 
servicio a los necesitados y con ello decidí responder plenamente mi llamado al sacerdo-
cio. En el 2013 fui aceptado por la Arquidiócesis de Los Ángeles para ser seminarista ma-
triculado en la Casa Juan Diego, ahora conocida como Centro de Formación Sacerdotal 
Reina de Los Ángeles. Al mismo tiempo, me gradué de Cal State Dominguez Hills, con una 
Licenciatura en Filosofía y una especialización en Administración y Gestión de Empresas. 
 
Completé mi formación en el Seminario San Juan del 2016 al 2021. Después de años de 
preparación y discernimiento, fui ordenado sacerdote católico y romano el 5 de junio de

Mission: called to know, love and share Jesus to transform our world 



This miracle occurred in 1668, in a small church in Les Ulmes, France. The Blessed Sacrament was ex-
posed for public Adoration, when suddenly, while singing the Pangue Lingua, the shape of a man with light
-brown hair falling on his back, appeared on the Host. The shape of Jesus remained visible to the faithful 
for about 15 minutes.  During the French Revolution, the Host was devoutly consumed by the Vicar of Puy 
Notre Dame to avoid it being profaned. Today, the 130 year old monstrance that held the Host can still be 
appreciated by thousands of faithful. 

 

 En español: Este milagro ocurrió en 1668, en una pequeña igle-
sia de Les Ulmes, Francia. El Santísimo Sacramento estaba ex-
puesto a la Adoración pública, cuando de repente, mientras 
cantaban el Pangue Lingua, apareció sobre la Hostia la figura de 
un hombre con el cabello castaño claro cayendo sobre su es-
palda. La silhueta de Jesús permaneció visible para los fieles 
durante unos 15 minutos. Durante la Revolución Francesa, la 
Hostia fue consumida devotamente por el Vicario de Puy Notre 
Dame para evitar que fuera profanada. Hoy en día, miles de 
fieles aún pueden apreciar la custodia de 130 años de antigüe-
dad que contenía la Hostia.
