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Dear Our Lady of Grace Family,  

Praised be Jesus Christ…now and forever! 
 
These weeks we have been reading John 6, the Bread of 
Life discourse, opportune during the Eucharistic Revival. 
The Eucharist is a mystery of faith that more and more 
we delve deeper into it's signs and symbols.  
 
We see the meaning of who we are as a Church that cel-
ebrates, remembers, offers, and lives Eucharist. This 
Sunday I would like to present to you the vessels for 
Mass. Centuries ago, the congregation did not see much 
of what was going on at Mass. Today, however, in the 
Latin Church, the priest's actions at the altar are in full 
view. 
 
Most of us, if we weren't altar servers or sacristans, got 
our one and only introduction to the sacred vessels and 
linens used at Mass when we were being prepared for 
our First Communion. In case that lesson has receded 
into the dimness of memory, here's a refresher course 
on the objects used in front of your eyes at Mass: 
 

Sacred Vessels 
 
1. Chalice: is the cup into which wine and a 
little water are mixed. At the consecration 
of the Mass, the wine and water become 
the Precious Blood of Jesus. 
 
2. Purificator: Over the chalice is laid the 
purificator, a fine white linen cloth that is 
used to wipe the lips and fingers of the 
priests and to cleanse the chalice after 
Communion. 
 
3. Paten and Ciborium: The paten is a      
saucer-like circular dish of or lined with  
precious metal. At Mass the priest places 
the large primary host on the paten, where 
at the consecration it (and other smaller 
hosts to be received by the congregation, 
held in a container called the ciborium) becomes the 
Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Jesus Christ. 
Where congregants receive Communion on the 
tongue, a server may hold a plate (also called a paten) 
under the communicant’s chin, so that no                  
consecrated host or particle falls to the ground. 
 

4. Pall: The chalice is covered with a 
square of linen stiffened with cardboard. 
This covering, called the pall, keeps for-
eign objects from falling into the chalice 
or onto the paten and prevents contami-
nation.  
 
5. Veil: The prepared chalice, puri-
ficator, paten and pall are then cov-
ered completely by a veil– a piece 
of fabric that reflects the liturgical 
color of the priest’s vestments.  
 
6. Burse: on top of the veiled vessels is 
placed the burse, a square sack also 
made in the liturgical color of the      
season. 
 
7. Corporal: the burse is the container of the corporal, 
a square piece of fine white linen that will be placed 
on the altar underneath the chalice 
and paten. 
 
8. Lavabo and manuterge: used by 
the priest to wash his hands during 
Mass.  
 
9. Cruets: Small vessels that 
hold the water and wine 
 
10. Roman Missal: it contains 
the prayer, chants, and instructions for the Mass 
 
11. Candles and crucifix: it reminds us of the sacri-
fice of Christ,  Light of the World.

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Querida familia de Nuestra           

Señora de  la Gracia, 

 
Estas semanas hemos estado leyendo Juan 6, el dis-
curso del Pan de Vida, oportuno durante el Renaci-
miento Eucarístico. La Eucaristía es un misterio de fe 
en el que cada vez profundizamos más en sus signos y 
símbolos. 
 
Vemos el significado de quiénes somos como Iglesia 
que celebra, recuerda, ofrece y vive la Eucaristía. Este 
domingo me gustaría presentarles los objetos para la 
Misa. Hace siglos, la congregación no veía mucho de 
lo que estaba sucediendo en la Misa. Hoy, sin embar-
go, en la Iglesia latina, las acciones del sacerdote en 
el altar están a la vista de todos. 
 
La mayoría de nosotros, si no éramos monaguillos o 
sacristanes, tuvimos nuestra primera y única introduc-
ción a los objetos sagrados y manteles utilizados en la 
Misa cuando nos estábamos preparando para nuestra 
Primera Comunión. En caso de que esa lección haya 
quedado en el olvido, aquí hay un curso de actualiza-
ción sobre los objetos que se utilizan frente a sus ojos 
en la Misa: 

 
 

Objetos Sagrados usados en la Santa Misa 
 
 
1. Cáliz: es la copa en la que se mezcla el 
vino y un poco de agua. En la consagración 
de la Misa, el vino y el agua se convierten en 
la Preciosa Sangre de Jesús. 
 
2. Purificador: Sobre el cáliz se coloca el 
purificador, un fino paño de lino blanco que 
se utiliza para limpiar los labios y los dedos 
de los sacerdotes y para limpiar el cáliz 
después de la Comunión. 
 
3. Patena y Copón: La patena es un plato 
circular con forma de platillo de metal preci-
oso o revestido de él. En la Misa, el sacer-
dote coloca la hostia principal grande sobre 
la patena, donde en la consagración (y otras 
hostias más pequeñas que recibirá la con-
gregación, guardadas en un recipiente llamado copón) 
se convierten en el Cuerpo y la Sangre, el Alma y la 

Divinidad de Jesucristo. Cuando los feligreses reciben 
la Comunión en la lengua, un servidor puede sostener 
una placa (también llamada patena) debajo del 
mentón del comulgante, de modo que ninguna hostia 
o partícula consagrada caiga al suelo. 
 
4. Palia: El cáliz se cubre con un cuad-
rado de lino reforzado con cartón. Esta 
cubierta, llamada palia, evita que obje-
tos extraños caigan dentro del cáliz o 
sobre la patena y los contaminen. 
 
5. Velo: El cáliz preparado, el pu-
rificador, la patena y la palia se cu-
bren completamente con un velo, 
un trozo de tela que refleja el color 
litúrgico de las vestimentas del 
sacerdote. 
 
6. Bolsa: encima del cáliz y del velo se 
coloca la bolsa, un saco cuadrado 
también del color litúrgico de la tempora-
da. 
 
7. Corporal: la bolsa es el contenedor del corporal, un 
trozo cuadrado de lino blanco fino que se colocará en 
el altar debajo del cáliz y la patena. 
 
8. Lavabo y manutergio: utilizados por 
el sacerdote para lavarse las manos 
durante la Misa. 
 
9. Vinajeras: Pequeños recip-
ientes que contienen el agua y el 
vino 
 
10. Misal Romano: contiene la 
oración, los cantos y las instrucciones para la Misa 
 
11. Velas y crucifijo: nos recuerda el sacrificio de 
Cristo, Luz del Mundo.
